Paragraph on the high school pregnancy rate of Grace, Arizona


On page 146:1 of the novel Animal Dreams it states: “The pregnancy dropout rate in Grace was way ahead of motor-vehicle accidents, as a teenage hazard.”  In other words, more teenagers ended up pregnant than were involved in car accidents, inferring the high rate of teen pregnancy.  


You are to write a paragraph discussing this situation.  Why do you think the pregnancy rate in Grace is so high?  Do you think the pregnancy rate in Forest Grove is high?  What do these two small towns have/not have in common that might contribute to teen pregnancy.  

Somewhere in your paragraph you are to include the quote above (“The pregnancy…”etc).  When you cite the quote, be sure you cite it correctly.  For instance:

“quote, quote, quote, quote” (pg:par).  Please note that the period goes AFTER the parenthesis, not inside the quote.


I expect this paragraph to consist of at least six or more good sentences.  Sentences need to be written correctly, beginning with capitals, and ending with appropriate punctuation.  A good response to this prompt might receive bonus points.  Extra quotes from the book will be given extra credit.
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
