Topic: Novel 1

Pre-Assessment: Varied novel assignments and classroom discussions
Instruction: short answer questions regarding novel, class discussions, various in class activities selected by individual teachers based on pre-assessment (i.e., writing introductions, sentence combining, vocabulary, grammar) and novel (i.e. character analysis, plot timelines, author’s purpose, points of view, etc.).
Common Post-Assessment (Nov 13th or 16th): Multi-draft Essay.*
TOPIC: In a well-written essay, examine multiple social or cultural viewpoints represented in this literary work. (Prompts will vary by novel)

Topic: Research Based Writing

· Identify and frame topics, questions, and purposes for inquiry; plan and conduct research.

Pre-Assessment: Citations (exam TBD), analysis of previous writing
Instruction: framing topics, conducting research, primary and secondary sources, acceptable research, MLA formatting, parenthetical citations.
*Senior project committee will approve all project ideas prior to students beginning research

Common Post-Assessment: (Dec. 14th-17th): Final draft of a 2-3 page multi-draft essay*.

TOPIC: For your committee approved senior project proposal, conduct research which will be synthesized into an essay covering such areas as historical background, social or historical importance, and/or foundations of the craft, and/or methods and techniques.  The essay must synthesize a minimum of three sources and include MLA style parenthetical citations and sources cited page.
No blogs, no encyclopedias, no Wikipedia, and no personal web pages are acceptable as cited sources.

Topic: Novel 2

TOPIC: Write a literary analysis essay of this novel, making sure to include specific details from the text to support your ideas. (Specific question will vary by novel)

TOPIC: Write a well-developed essay comparing and contrasting themes in two literary works you have read this year.

Students may use novel 1, novel 2, or drama, as all English 12 teachers will have taught the same three major works by this time.
*Will serve as an expository or persuasive work sample for graduation standards.

Early March-April
Topic: Short Fiction and Nonfiction

Career Related Learning Experiences: Students will participate in experiences that connect classroom learning with real life experiences in the workplace, community, and/or school relevant to their education plan.
Pre-Assessment: approval of project proposals by senior project committee, analysis of previous research writing, CRLS and CRLE achievement from previous years recorded in Mastery in Motion.
Instruction: Independent student work outside of class.
Common Post-Assessment: Senior project display, administration and assessment of CRLE and CRLS forms.

Topic: Narrative Writing/Extended Application (Senior Project)

Common Post-Assessment (mid-May): Multi-draft essay - senior project extended application.

TOPIC: Think back on your entire senior project experience. Write a 2-3 page extended application reflecting on your new learning and its relationship to your personal or career interests (as designated in your plan and profile).

*Will serve as a narrative work sample for graduation standards.

Second Semester
May (2nd half)

Topic: Speaking (senior project)
Standards Addressed: 
Pass Standard F: Use and analyze oral, visual, written, and multimedia communication forms to convey information and ideas for a variety of purposes, audiences, and contexts.
· Pass Criterion F1: Effectively uses a variety of communication forms (oral, visual, written, multimedia) and methods (speeches, dramatizations, informal presentations, slide presentations, computer and web graphics, posters, films/videos, print journalism, reports, essays, creative writing).

Pre-Assessment: analysis of speaking skills (Common unrehearsed speech? Previous classroom presentations?)
Instruction: Speaking skills, writing an effective speech, integrating presentation materials with speech, practice speeches
Common Post-Assessment (end of May/early June)): Senior project speech (to include use of a visual – either a presentation board or a Power Point presentation).
*Will serve as a rehearsed expository speech for graduation standards.
