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Mini Lesson Plan: Under the Sea

ABC Book

(Adapted Lesson)
Standards/Benchmarks, Kindergarten


Reading

· Know that print is spoken words written down and has meaning
· Distinguish letters from words

Writing

· Independently write many upper and lowercase letters
· Label objects

Speaking and Listening

· Understand and follow one and two step directions

· Listen when others are speaking

Objectives:

· Student will be able to pick a animal that corresponds to a given letter

· Student will be able to draw a picture that represents an animal

· Student will be able to copy the word from text to paper
Material:


Books: A Swim through the Sea, by Joy Pratt and Ocean DK I Wonder, by 
Samantha Gray


Alphabet letters cut and glued to colored paper

White paper with lines at the bottom


Glue


Colored pencils

Procedure:

1. Reintroduce the book A Swim through the Sea.  Read the letters, have the children predict the next letter. 
2. Talk about ABC and how they are letters that make up words.  Talk about how they were used in the book.  Point some out.  

3. Talk about making our own Ocean ABC book.  Talk about how we can use animals we remember, or how we can look them up in the book, as well as in the index of the other book. 

4. Model how a page would look.  Show where the letter would go where the writing would be, and the picture. 

5. Have children choose a letter. 

6. Break up and work on pages. 

7. When we are done, have the kids share their page with the class. 

8. Assemble the book for a class ABC book. 

Accommodations:
TAG-

· Expand the lesson by letting the TAG student come up with more than one animal for their letter, or come up with facts about their animal by using the internet with adult help. 

·  Have them write down facts using beginning punctuation. 
· Give the student lined paper to write down facts and pictures. 

· Have the student share their findings and how they got those facts, along with their page for the class book. 

 LD Student

· Have a model of the page that is to be created in front of the student. 

· Let the child bring the alphabet book to their desk. 

· Read all the animal names, point them out to the student, and have them pick the one they would like to do. 

· Mark the picture of the animal with a sticky tab. 

· Place a highlight tab over the animals name for the child to copy. 

· Put sticky note tabs next to the three things that are done on the model that the student must do on their page. 

· Explain the steps to the student and have them remove the stick tabs as they complete each area on their page. 

· When writing the name help the student write the letters by saying each letter as they write them. 

· Have a small picture alphabet to refer to. 

· Have the student share their page with the class and assess their ability to remember their animal’s name. 

ELL Student

· Have a model for the student to look at. 

· Help the child find their letter in the book of animals to pick one to draw. 

· Read them for the child, if needed. 

· Highlight the animals name with highlight tape for the student.  

· Talk about the animal with the student. 

· Find out if they know the name of the animal in their native language. 

· Give them the option of adding that. 

· Help them with the spelling by writing it on a card for them to transfer. 

· Have them work at a table with others that are working on their page. 

· Let them share their page, and the name of their animal in their native language and English if they know.  

Assessment:

The student will be able to share about the animal and the letter it starts with in front of the class.
