Lesson Plan for 10/17

Title: Figurative vs. Literal

Grade Level: 4th Grade

Objective: By the end of this lesson, students will be able to demonstrate their understanding of idioms by creating a poster showing both the literal and figurative meaning of an idiom.

	Set
	Teacher Activities

	5 minutes
	Introduce the term “idiom”
	Ask students if they recognize the word, then define the word and explain it’s meaning. Distinguish the difference between “literal” and “figurative”

	5 min
	Give an example of the history of an idiom
	History of idiom “In hot water” “strike while the iron is hot” “hit the hay” “hold your horses”

	7 min
	Have Students generate a list of idioms they know
	List idioms that students come up with. Cue if necessary by offering one or two idioms.

	7 min
	Read the book Monkey Business
	Read aloud, share pictures with students. Point out the idiom in each page.

	7 min
	Have students generate more idioms  based on what they learned from the book
	Can skip this step if enough were generated before. Otherwise list new idioms.

	5 min
	Answer questions, clarify concept
	Ask if anyone has questions, answer and clarify

	5 min
	Introduce project
	Show students that they will be making poster pages, will choose an idiom and write it at the top of the page. One half of page will be a picture of the literal meaning, the other half will be a picture of the figurative meaning.

	15-20 min
	Work on posters
	Circulate the room, making sure everyone is understanding the concept and working on project.

	
	Evaluation

Look at pages students have created
	See if students have demonstrated understanding of lesson through there drawings.
